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The Punjab State Co-operative
Housing Federation Service Rules, 2001

SHORT TITLE, COMMENCEMENT AND APPLICATION

These rules shall be called the Punjab State Federation of Cooperative
House Building Societies Ltd., 'Housefed' Service Rules, hereinafter called
Housefed Service Rules 2001.

They shall come into force from the date of approval by the Registrar,
Cooperative Societies Punjab and supersede all previous rules on the
subject in-force in Punjab Housefed.

These rules shall apply to all employees working under the control of the
Housefed except those on adhoc, daily wages and contractual basis.

However the employees taken on deputation shall be governed by the
respective terms and conditions of foreign service Provided further that
nothing in these rules shall effect the application of any other law,
statutory rules or regulation for the time being inforce.

CATEGORISATION OF SERVICE:

The posts under the Housefed service rules are as given in Annexure-A and
shall be graded as group ‘A" 'B', 'C’, and 'D’ alongwith their number, mode of
recruitment and qualifications.

Subject to the prior approval of Registrar, Cooperative Societies, Punjab,
the Board of Director's of Punjab State Federation of Cooperative House
Building Societies Ltd., Ropar (Housefed) shall, however be competent to
add: or delete any. category of service from Annexure-A or enhance or
reduce the strength of any such category of service or improve the
qualifications, modify the mode of recruitment and qualifying service for
promotion.

DEFINITIONS

"Administrative Committee” means the Committee Constituted by the
Board of Director's of Punjab State Federation of Cooperative House
Building Societies, Ltd.,

"Housefed" means the Punjab State Federation of Cooperative House
Building Societies, Ltd.,

"Board’ means the Board of Director's of Housefed Constituted under the



Bye-laws or administrator/any other arrangement made by the Registrar,
Cooperative Societies, Punjab.

"Categorisation of Service' means Gradation of services of Housefed into
group A,B,C and D as annexure ‘A'.

"Chairman” means the Chairman of the Punjab State Federation of
Cooperative House Building Societies, Ltd.,

deleted.

"Registrar’' means the Registrar, Cooperative Societies, Punjab or any other
officer vested with the powers of Registrar.

"Government" means the Government of Punjab.

"Direct recruitment’ means the appointment made otherwise than by
promotion from within the service or by transfer or deputation.

U) "Salary” means the basic pay inclusive of any emoluments which may
specifically be treated as pay by the Managing Director as per rule 2.44 of
Punjab Civil services Rule Vol-I, Part-I

(k). "Family" means as defined In rule 2.13 of the Punjab Civil Services Rules
Vol-I, Part-I,

(1 "punishing authority” means as mentioned in annexure 'B'.

(m "Appointing authority” means as mentioned in Annexure "B".

(n)  "Bye-laws' means the registered Bye-laws of Housefed.

(0)  "Managing Director” means the Managing Director of Housefed appointed
by the Govt. under the provisions of Punjab Cooperative Societies Act,
1961.

(p)  Act means the Punjab Cooperative Societies Act, 1961.

(q)  Rules means the Punjab Cooperative Societies Rules 1963 as amended from
time to time.

(r) Employees” means any person appointed to any service or post in
connection with the affairs of the Housefed except appointed on adhoc
basis, daily wages and contractual basis;

4. AUTHORITY TO IMPLEMENT THESE RULES:

These rules shall be implemented by the Managing Director of the

Housefed.

5. FINANCIAL LIABILITIES OF HOUSEFED TOWARDS THE SERVICE.



(@)

Unless otherwise provided in these rules an employee appointed to any
post shall draw pay in the scale of the post at such rate and allowances as
are admissible to Govt. employees & approved by the Registrar.

No employee while in the service of the Housefed shall

except with the permission of the Appointing Authority as per Govt rules
and instructions in this behalf accept any other employment/pay or
honorarium or fee from any other source.

Mode of recruitment and general conditions of services. Managing Directors
shall be appointed by the Government. Appointment to all posts shall be
made by the M.D. or a committee constituted by him.

Mode of recruitment:

i) By direct recruitment or by circulation.

ii) By promotion.

iii) By transfer on deputation as specified in Annexure-A.

No person shall be recruited and appointed if he is not a citizen of India
provided that appointment to the post of category D shall be made from
amongst those who are domiciles of Punjab.

No person shall be appointed to the service (s) by direct recruitment unless
he produced :-

i) A certificate of character from the principal Academic Officer of the
University, College, School

or Institute last attended, if any, and similar certificate from two
responsible persons not being his relatives, who are well acquainted
with him in his private life and are unconnected with his University,
College, school or Institute.

i) An affidavit to the effect that he was never convicted for any
criminal offence involving moral turpitude and that he was never
dismissed or removed from service of any state governments Govt.
of India or of any Public Sector Undertaking or any other institution
including Cooperatives. Provided further that appointment to the
services by promotion shall be purely by Selection on the basis of
seniority-cum-merit.

No person shall be recruited and appointed to the service by direct
recruitment, if he is less than 18 years of age and above 35 years of age on
the date of application for the concerned post. However relaxation in age



to those on compassionate grounds will be as per Govt. Instructions.

No person shall be appointed in the service/services if he has previously
been dismissed or removed or discharged (except retrenchment for want of
vacancy) from the service of any Govt. department or
Institutions/Corporation/Board or Cooperative Society or has been
convicted by the Court of law on ground of moral turpitude.

No person shall be appointed to the service/services by direct recruitment
unless he possesses the qualifications/experience as prescribed for the
post to which he is appointed as per details given in Annexure-A.

No person shall be appointed In the Housefed covered by these rules to
whom any of the Directors/officer/officials of the Housefed is related
within the definition of Rule 2 (k) of the Rules. However he may be
appointed with prior approval of Registrar.

No person who has entered into or contracted a marriage with a person
having a spouse living or who having a spouse living has entered into or
contracted a marriage with any person shall be appointed to the service.
Provided that if the Appointing Authority is satisfied that such a marriage is
permissible under the personal law applicable to a particular person, and
other party to the marriage and that there were legally valid grounds for
so doing, may exempt any person from the operation of this rule.

Nature of appointment

Reservation Policy:

Housefed will follow reservation policy as per instructions

of the Govt. issued from time to time.
Commencement of Service

Service shall be deemed to commence from the working day on which the
employee reports for duty on the appointment, if the reports for duty in
the afternoon the services shall be deemed to commence from the
following day.

PROBATION:

A person appointed to any post in the service shall remain on probation for a
period of two years, extendable to 3 years, if recruited by direct appointment
and one year extendable to two years if appointed otherwise :-

Provided that

a)

Any period, after such appointment spent on deputation on a



corresponding or a higher post shall count towards the period of probation;

In the case of an appointment by transfer, any period of work on an
equivalent or higher rank, prior to appointment to the service, may In the
disc retion of the appointing authority, be allowed to count towards the
period of probation

Any period of officiating appointment to the service shall be reckoned as
period spent on probation ; and

Any kind of leave not exceeding six months during or at the end of period
of probation, shall be counted towards the period of probation;

A person recruited directly otherwise not complete the probation period
successfully and work and conduct is found unsatisfactory and If he falls to
pass the departmental examination if any prescribed In service rules The
appointing authority may extend the probation period upto the period of
one year only in case of direct recruitment or otherwise;

If in the opinion of the appointing authority, the work and conduct of a
person during the period of probation Is not satisfactory or If he has failed
to pass the departmental examination, if any prescribed in service rules
within a period not exceeding two and a half years from the date of
appointment, if may,

If such person is appointed by direct appointment, dispense with his
services, or revert him to a post on which he held lien prior to his
appointment to the service by direct appointment and

If such person is appointed otherwise :-
i) revert him to his former post; or

ii) deal with him in such other manner as the terms and conditions Of
the previous appointment permit.

On the completion of the period of probation of a person the appointing
authority may:-

If his work and conduct has, in its opinion been satisfactory

i) Confirm such person, from the date of his appointment or from the

date he completes his period of probation satisfactorily if he Is -not
already confirmed; or

ii) declare that he has completed his probation satisfactorily if he is
already confirmed; or

If his work and conduct has not been, in its opinion, satisfactory or if he
has failed to pass the Departmental examination, if any, specified in the
Service Rules -.-

i) Dispense with the services, if appointed by direct appointment or if
appointed otherwise revert him to his former post or deal with him



in such other manner as the terms and conditions of his previous
appointment may permit; or

ii) extend his period of probation and thereafter pass such order as it
could have passed on the expiry of the period of probation as
specified in sub-rule (1);

provided that the total period of probation including extension, If
any, shall not exceed three years.

8. SENIORITY :

The seniority interse of persons appointed to posts in each cadre of a
Service shall be determined by the length of continuous service on such post in
that cadre of the service;

Provided that in the case of persons recruited by direct appointment who
join within the period specified in the order of' appointment or within such period
as may be extended from time to time by the appointing authority subject to a
maximum of four months from the date of order of appointment the order of
merit determined by the selection Authority, as the case may be, shall not be
disturbed;

Provided further that in case a person is permitted to Join the post after
the expiry of the said period of four months in consultation with the Selection
Authority, as the case may be, his seniority shall be determined from the date he
joins the post;

Provided further that in case any person of the next selection has joined a
post in the cadre of the concerned service before the person referred to in the
preceding proviso joins, the person so referred shall be placed below all the
person of the next selection, who join within the time specified in the first
proviso,

provided further that in the case of two or more persons appointed on the
same date, their seniority shall be determined as follow :-

a) a person appointed by direct appointment shall be senior to a person
appointed otherwise,

b) a person appointed by promotion shall be senior to a person appointed by
transfer,

) in the case of persons appointed by promotion or transfer, the seniority
shall be determined according to the seniority of such persons in the
appointment from which they were promoted or transferred; and

d) in the case of persons appointed by transfer from different cadres, their
seniority shall be determined according to pay reference being given to a
person who was drawing a higher rate of pay in his previous appointment,
and if the rates of pay drawn are also the same, then by their length for

service in these appointments and if the length of service is also the same,
an older person shall be senior to 'a younger person.

TRAINING AND EXAMINATION

Persons appointed to any post in the service may be deputed to undergo
pre-service/in service training or diploma and attend. Refresher course as
per direction of the Managing Director. Person who fails to complete the
training or diploma successfully shall be terminated/reverted after
appointment/ promotion as the case may be..

The employee shall have to execute a bond to serve the Housefed after
completion of training for a minimum period of five years or as determined
by the Managing Director from time to time failing which he shall be liable
to pay the expenses on training incurred by the Housefed.

SECURITY

The members of the service shall furnish cash or in shape of fidelity
guarantee or tangible security in favour of Housefed, as may be prescribed
by Managing Director for each category of post.

Provided further that such member of the service shall furnish two
securities to the satisfaction of the Managing Director.

TERMINATION

The service of any employee of Housefed may be terminated by the
Punishing authority where it becomes necessary to terminate the services
of an employee due to any reason to be recorded in writing and such
reasons may also include the following

i) Where a Government declares any person a traitor or spy of foreign
country; or

ii) Any person who is declared by the Housefed unfit for performing his
duties on account of any physical or mental disability as certified by
the medical authority not below the rank of Asstt. Surgeon.

iii) If any body is found indulging in corrupt practices or in cases
involving moral turpitude, the employee shall have the right to
dispense with his/her services.

In case of confirmed employee his services may be terminated
by giving three month's notice or pay in lieu thereof.

If needed appointing authority may retrench any of the employees or
categories of employees in accordance with the provisions of Industrial
Dispute Act, 1947.

When the services of any of employees are dispensed with or when any

employee voluntarily leaves the employment of Housefed, the salary etc
due to him shall be paid after he had given proper account of all
papers/books/tools and other property of Housefed in his charge,
possession or custody, the value of all the shortages and all damages
caused to the Housefed, properties in his charge, possession or custody
shall be deductible from his dues and if same falls short of recoveries of
dues the balance shall be recovered from him

RESIGNATION

An employee who is on probation may be given atleast a one month notice
or pay in lieu thereof resigning while his post.

An employee, who having completed his probation period satisfactorily and
is working against a regular post shall have to give atleast three months
notice or pay in lieu thereof, before his request for acceptance of his
resignation is considered.

The appointing authority may at its discretion dispense with conditions as
in (i) and (ii) above for the reasons to be recorded in writing.

Resignation may be accepted by the Appointing Authority with immediate
effect or at any time before the expiry of

the period of the notice in which case an employee shall be paid for the
period actually spent on duty in the service.

Appointing Authority can refuse or accept the resignation in any case(s) of
defalcation or disciplinary proceedings is/are pending against an employee
and an employee and an official may be relieved after satisfying that
acceptance of resignation in such cases will not affect adversely the
interests of the Housefed in any form.

An employee leaving the service without giving proper notice and without
prior sanction of the Appointing Authority shall be liable to such legal
disciplinary or any other action as may be considered necessary by the
appointing authority including for feiture of his past service.

RETIREMENT BENEFITS:-

Every employee except group D' employees appointed in the service shall
retire on attaining the age of 58 years whereas group ‘D' employees shall
retire on attaining the age of 60 years or as per Govt. instructions issued in
this regard from time to time.



The authority competent to make appointment to the service (s) shall, if it
is of the opinion that it is in the interest of the Housefed to do so, have an
absolute right, by giving an employee prior notice, in writing to retire that
employee on the date he completes 20 years of the service, qualifying for
retirement benefits or attaining 50 years of age or any date thereafter to
be specified in the notice. The period of such notice shall not be less than
three months.

Provided that where atleast three months notice is not given or notice for
a period of less than three months is given the employee shall be entitled
to claim a sum equivalent to amount of his pay and allowance at the same
rates at which he was drawing them immediately before the date of
retirement for a period of three months, or as the case may be, for the
period by which such notice falls short of three months.

In conformity with the provisions of these rules, the Appointing Authority
may lay down procedure for review of service record of employees for a
decision as to whether an employee is fit to be retained in service of the
Housefed after the completion of 20 years service or on attaining of 50
years of age should be retired after proper notice or pay in lieu thereof.

Any employee of the Housefed may after giving atleast three months
previous notice in writing to the appointing authority retire from service on
the date on which he completes 20 years of qualifying service as defined in
Punjab CSR Vol. 1. Part-I or attains 50 years of age/on any date there after
to be specified in the notice.

Provided that no employee under suspension shall retire from service (s) except
with the specific approval of the appointing authority.

a)

The notice of voluntary retirement given by the employee shall require
acceptance by the Appointing Authority and the appointing authority shall
have absolute right to accept or not to accept the resignation if there is
any departmental proceedings going on against the employee at the time
of request for voluntary retirement.

Where the Appointing Authority does not refuse to grant the permission for
retirement before the expiry of the period specified in the said notice, the
retirement shall become effective from the date of expiry of the said
period.

The employee who has sought voluntary retirement and has given the
necessary notice to this effect to the appointing authority shall be
precluded from withdrawing his notice except with the specific approval of
the appointing authority. Provided that the request for withdrawal shall be
made before the intended date of his retirement

Provided further that an employee may make a request, in writing to the
appointing authority to accept notice of less than three months giving
reasons therefore and such a request for the curtailment of the period of
the notice shall be considered on merit and the appointing authority for
reasons to be recorded in writing may relax the condition of requirement
of three months notice.

If an employee retires while he is on leave not due, without returning to
duty the retirement shall take effect from the date of commencement of
the leave not due and leave salary paid in respect of such leave shall be
recovered to these rules, the date of service of notice and the date of its
expiry shall be excluded.

Nothing contained in these rules shall effect the right of appointing
authority to require an employee to retire without notice or pay in lieu
thereof on his being incapacitated for further continuation in service due
to his continued illness or accident.

An employee may also be permitted to retire on his own request on the
ground of his becoming incapacitated for further continuance in service

Provided that before acting under this clause, the appointing authority
shall require the employee to undergo a medical examination by such
Medical Authority as it may decide for this purpose, and submit a
certificate enabling it to arrive at a final decision

Assured Career progression Scheme/Proficiency step up & Insurance.

An increment in the time scale of a post of which a person is appointed
shall be drawn as a matter of course unless it is withheld by the appointing
authority on administrative ground/disciplinary action

Individual cases relating to ACP/Proficiency step up increment shall be
regulated as per instructions of the Govt. from time to time

The annual increment in the pay scale shall acrue normally to an employee
after he has completed one year service at a stage in the pay scale unless
it has been provisionally with held under rules

The period of one year for the purpose of grant of annual increment will be
counted as per Govt. Rules/instructions in this behalf.

REIMBURSEMENT OF LOCAL CONVEYANCE CHARGES

Conveyance charges shall be reimbursed to the employees of the Housefed
as per norms fixed by Govt. and approved by Board.

FIXATION OF PAY, ALLOWANCES AND OTHER CONCESSIONS

Unless otherwise specifically provided for in these rules, fixation of pay of
the members or service (s) shall be regulated under the provisions of
Punjab Civil Service Rules as applicable to the Govt. employees.

Unless otherwise stipulated in the terms and conditions of employment in
the Housefed every employee shall be entitled to pay, interim relief (if
any), dearness allowance, compensatory allowance, H R A or any other
allowances etc at such rates as may be admissible to the employees of the
Govt. of the Corresponding categories with the approval of Board.

TRAVELLING ALLOWANCE

Travelling allowance shall be paid as per Punjab Civil Services rules or as
per instructions issued by the Registrar from time to time. However, local
coneyance charges outside the state shall be reimbursed on the production
of certificate by the concerned officer/official in case of journey to
Bombay, Calcutta, Madras, Delhi & Shimla.

Housefed employees shall be entitled to leave travel concession as per
Govt. rules in this behalf.

F.T.A. within the jurisdiction of an employee shall be paid as per Govt.
instructions from time to time.

Provided further that no claim of T.A., L.T.C. shall be entertained after a
month from the close of the financial year to which it relates.

DISCIPLINE AND APPEAL/REVISION RULES

Employees of the Housefed governed under the rules will be subject to any
disciplinary action as per the provisions of the Punjab Civil Service Rules
(Punishment & Appeal) 1970 as amended by the Govt. from time to time.
However, punishing and Appellant authority shall be as defined in
Annexure 'B'.

An appeal against the orders imposing a penalty under clause (i) of these
rules shall lie to the Board.

Such appeal shall be filed before the Board within a period of 30 days from
the date on which the appellant received a copy of the orders of appealed
against.

Revision petition shall be filed before the Registrar Cooperative Societies,
Pb. within a period of 30 days from the date on which the appellant
received copy of the orders of appeal case.

Employees of Housefed governed under these rules in respect of conduct
shall be regulated by the Govt. (employees) conduct Rules, 1966 as
amended from time to time.

SUSPENSION

The Managing Director or any officer authorised by him in this behalf may
suspend an employee against whom action proposed to be taken if in his
opinion the attendance of the employee on duty during the period of the
charges are under investigation against him, is likely to effect the
proceedings.

Provided that the charge sheet shall be served on the delinquent employee
within 30 days of the order of suspension Certified copies of the relevant
papers shall also be sent alongwith the charge sheet.

During the period of suspension an employee shall be paid subsistence
allowance by the Housefed as per Govt. rules subject to his attendance as
required by the competent authority.

During the period of suspension the head quarters of the employee shall be
fixed by the competent authority and the employee shall not leave head
quarters without prior permission in writing.

If an employee placed under suspension is subsequently and fully
exonerated of the charges, he shall be eligible to full pay and allowances
for the period of suspension and the entire period will be treated as duty.
If, however, he has not been fully exonerated of the charges, the
competent authority shall specify in the orders of reinstatement as to how
the period of suspension should be treated as also the amount of pay and
allowances to be paid to him for such period.

PROVIDENT FUND

The employees of the Housefed shall be entitled to the benefits of
contributory provident Fund as provided in the employees provident fund
Act, 1952 and the scheme framed thereunder including the family pension
as amended and modified from time to time.

GRATUTITY/LEAVE ENCASHMENT

The gratuity and leave encashment on retirement or in case of
death shall be paid to an-employee of the Housefed/his legal
heirs as the case may be as per Govt. instructions in this regard.

BONUS

The employees shall draw Bonus under the provisions of Bonus payment
Act, 1965 as amended from time to time with the approval of Board,
However the bonus exceeding minimum statutory limit shall be allowed by
the Board with the prior approval of Registrar.

RECORD OF SERVICE OF EMPLOYEES

A service book as prescribed for employees of Govt. will be maintained for
each employee of the Housefed holding a regular post on regular basis,
every event in an employees official career in the Housefed will be
recorded in it and entry thus made must be attested by the branch officer
or any other officer authorised to do so by the Managing Director.

The following record of service of every employee shall be maintained.
Personal file.

Service book.

Character Rolls

Personal file and service book Is to be maintained In the office and
character rolls to remain in the personal custody of the Managing Director
or any other officer/official authorised by him.

The character rolls of each employees of Housefed shall be written at the
close of each financial year.

The A.C. report of an employee shall be initiated by the branch officer and
shall be finally recorded by the Managing Director.

Any adverse remarks in the A.C.R. shall be communicated.
In writing to the employee concerned as per Govt. Instructions.

Representation against adverse remarks If any shall be 1usd within 30 days
of communication.

Any representation by an employee against the adverse remarks shall be
disposed off by the Board.

FAMILY WELFARE BENEFITS

Benefits of all kinds granted by the Govt. for promotion of family planning
among its employees shall Is so-facto be applicable and admissible to the
employees of the Housefed.

EXGRATIA AND OTHER CONCESSIONS

Legal hair(s) of an employee who din In harness shall be entitled to an
exgratia payment and employment to the SO or any one of the legal heirs
In accordance with rules / instructions Issued In this regard by the Govt.
from time to time.

RE-IMBURSEMENT OF MEDICAL EXPENSES

Fixed medical allowance/ reimbursement of medical expenses on
treatment as per Govt. instructions issued from time to time.

LEAVE

Whereas leave cannot be claimed as a matter of rl9ht, an employee shall

be granted all types of leaves including causal have as defined In the
Punjab Civil Services Ruin and Govt. Instructions Issued from time to time
in this regard. Leave salary shall be paid as per Punjab Civil Services Rules
& Govt. Instructions in this behalf

DURATION OF JOINING TIME

The duration of joining time shall be admissible to the Housefed employees
as per Govt. Rules/instructions.

UNIFORM & LIVERIES

No official other than the Chowkidar, peon, sweeper and driver of the
Housefed shall be entitled to liveries irrespective of their grade and
classification of service as per the instructions of the Govt. issued from
time to time.

Provided that every such employee shall present in the office of Housefed
during the duty hours in uniform supplied to him in a neat and clean
condition. The person violation the provisions of the rules shall be liable to
disciplinary action/ rendering him ineligible for future benefit in this
regard.

LOAN & ADVANCES

Loan and advances shall be given to the employees of the Housefed as per
Pb. Civil Services rules, Financial Rules and (instructions) Govt. instructions
issued by the Registrar from time to time.

MISC.

i) Employees of Housefed will get the scales as per Govt. instructions
issued from time to time in this behalf after adoption of BOD and
approval by Registrar.

ii) An employee shall be required to seek prior permission for
appearing in an examination privately.

iii) No employees shall be eligible to accept any pay, honourarium and
fee from any other source without the prior approval of the
Managing Director.

INTERPRETATION

Whereas any dispute arises regarding the interpretation of these rules, it
shall be decided by the Registrar on request of Housefed, whose decision
shall be final. However, in case of any ambiguity or any rule remaining
uncovered in these service rules, the clarification thereof shall be taken
from the Punjab Civil Service Rules, Financial Rules, Govt. instructions or
the Clarification shall be sought from Registrar, whose decision shall be
final.
